COURSE OUTLINE

OBJECTIVES:
Upon completion of the course students should be able to:
- Communicate in Vietnamese on a variety of fairly sophisticated topics with relative ease
- Read various types of essay and writing that include narrations, expositions, arguments, news

stories, as well as poems and excerpts from contemporary novels and short stories
- Write well-organized essays on various topics

INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS:

The overarching methodology will be based on a communicative, performance-based approach that gives
students ample opportunity to interact with the instructor, peers, and native guest speakers through in-depth
interviews, group/panel discussions, individual presentations, skits, etc. Much emphasis will be placed on
fluency and sufficient accuracy necessary for successful communication. Students will also develop such
reading skills as skimming and scanning, summarizing, and reading critically. Throughout the course
students will learn to write well-organized and substantial essays on various topics.
